Background: The River and Harbor Act of 1927 and 1930 authorized the Illinois Waterway (ILWW) as a connecting link for commercial navigation between Lake Michigan and the Mississippi River.   Routine dredging of the ILWW is required to maintain the required channel depth. The Sangamon River is a major source of sedimentation into the portion of Illinois Waterway upstream of Muscooten Bay (located near River Mile 89).  Construction of a test sediment trap could decrease the amount of deposition within the commercially maintained channel. Maintenance of the test sediment trap would be dependent on its performance and impact on channel maintenance. 

The City of Beardstown has offered a portion of its approved placement site for disposal of dredge material from the test trap.  In order for the dredge disposal site to be utilized, the depth of the access channel would require improvement. Approximately 7,000 CY of dredging is required to open access across the Sangamon delta to the placement site.  This material would be directly placed in the berm contained placement site provided by the City.
