BACKGROUND:

The 88th Regional Readiness Command (RRC) headquarters is located at Fort Snelling, MN.  The Deputy Chief of Staff Engineer (DCSEN) requested assistance from the Rock Island District to design new projects and administer existing construction contracts in FY 2004.  Engineering and Design and S&A costs for projects in Wisconsin, Illinois, Michigan, and Ohio totaled approximately $400,000.  Construction costs to date have totaled approximately $886,000.  Contracting and construction of these projects involved partnering with the Construction Divisions of the Detroit and Louisville Districts, Corps of Engineers.

A Memorandum of Agreement among Mississippi Valley Division, Northwestern Division, and Great Lakes and Ohio River Division is being signed to formalize the processes used by Rock Island District to provide installation services to the RRC.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (CURRENT FY):  Maintenance and repair projects throughout the geographic area of the 88th RRC.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (NEXT FY):  An increased volume of maintenance and repair projects.
