BACKGROUND:  The Fox River is experiencing severe bank erosion threatening the Highway 61 Bridge.  The river has shifted its entrance conditions under the bridge forcing the channel to the western abutment eroding material protecting the shell pile and endangering the stability of the bridge.
MAJOR WORK ITEM:  The recommended plan would require construction of two bank barbs and approximately 150 feet of riprap bankline protection upstream of the bridge.  The bank protection would extend approximately 11 feet into the river and extend 20 feet terrestrially.  The protection would be constructed with a 2.5 horizontal on 1 vertical slope.  To protect the bridge trestle piles under the bridge, a 100 foot section of riprap blanket will be constructed at a 2.5 horizontal on 1 vertical slope.  This bank protection area would extend 50 feet into the river and 20 feet terrestrially.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  Complete the PDA Phase in FY 05.  Start the Construction Phase in FY 05 and complete in FY 06.
