BACKGROUND:  Severe erosion is occurring along the left descending bank of Kiser Creek for a distance of approximately 600 feet.  A point bar appears to be aggrading adding to the pressure on the left descending bank.  The erosion has exposed a waterline adjacent to Whip-poor-wil Road.
MAJOR WORK ITEM:  The City of New Canton has requested Corps assistance in seeking a solution to the erosion problem.  Potential solutions that are being considered include:  1) no action, 2) using willow posts to stabilize the river bank, 3) using concrete-filled mattresses to protect the river bank, 4) using riprap to protect the river bank, 5) using bank barbs to redirect flow away from the eroding bank, 6) using bendway weirs to redirect flow away from the eroding bank, or 7) rock riffles to stabilize the stream bed.
CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT:  IL-17

AUTHORITY:  Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act (Public Law 79-526), as amended.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE:  Funding was approved to start the Planning and Design Analysis Phase in January 2004.  The PDA Phase is ongoing, with coordination with the sponsor and the development of project alternatives.
