STATEMENT OF ISSUE:  None.
LOCATION: The Kankakee River is located East of Momence, IL at the Illinois–Indiana state line.
CURRENT STATUS:  Approved and funded for feasibility study. 
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BACKGROUND: Sedimentation has lead to a degraded environment for fish and wildlife on the Kankakee River.  This degradation is negatively affecting native fish and mussel habitat.  Plans considered included removal of sandy sediment and construction of sediment trap in the main channel, and creation of a managed marsh for wildlife or fish. Investigations indicated a lack of habitat benefits for the proposed sediment removal.  The sediment removal component was dropped from consideration but the wetland fisheries portion of the project will go forward.

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ‘05): Complete feasibility study.
MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ‘06): If funding is provided and feasibility report is approved, plans and specifications phase could be intiated.
