BACKGROUND:   Storm Lake is a 3080-acre natural glacial lake. The watershed is 17,570-acre and is drained by Powell Creek, which feeds into a 180-acre wetland known as Little Storm Lake before entering Storm Lake proper. The communities of Storm Lake (pop. 9000) and Alta (population 1720) are located within the watershed. The environmental problems affecting Storm Lake include sediment that reduces lake volume, nutrients and pesticides from both agricultural and urban land use practices, waste runoff from animal feeding operations, and illegal wastewater hook-ups to the Storm Lake storm water system.  The local community has a watershed project underway to reduce nutrient and sediment contributions, and they are currently dredging Storm Lake to restore depth.  The 206 project would be targeted at addressing opportunities to restore and protect wetland functions in Little Storm Lake to restore the marsh and improve water quality delivered to Storm Lake.
