BACKGROUND: Lake Sinissippi is located in Dodge County, Wisconsin and is part of the Rock River Watershed.  Over the years, sediment from the surrounding areas has contributed to the decrease in depth of the Lake.  In an effort to increase the environmental value, the Lake District has been working towards several objectives that would provide fish and wildlife habitat.
