STATEMENT OF ISSUE:  FY06 budget would allow continuation of Critical Restoration Project planning (GI funding).  IL River Basin, Construction, General was not included in the 

FY 06 President’s Budget.

CURRENT STATUS:  The Omnibus Appropriations Act of 2005 provided $500,000 GI and $200,000 CG.

BACKGROUND:  Section 519 of WRDA 2000 authorized: (1) Comprehensive Plan to develop and implement a program for restoration, long-term resource monitoring, and evaluation of new technologies and innovative approaches, and (2) construction of critical restoration projects.  Efforts complements the Illinois River Ecosystem Restoration Feasibility Study, sponsored by the Illinois Department of Natural Resources.  These efforts are part of the State’s Illinois Rivers 2020 initiative, a proposed 20-year, $2.5 billion, Federal-state effort to restore and enhance the Illinois River Basin.  Anticipated benefits include reducing sediment deliver to the Illinois River mainstem and backwaters and improving critical habitats for fish, waterfowl, and other aquatic organisms.  The project involves four districts (Rock Island, St. Louis, Chicago, and Detroit). 

MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’05):  Public Review Draft of the Comprehensive Plan is scheduled for Spring 2005.  Plans & Specification activities are ongoing for Pekin Lake Northern and Southern Units and Waubonsie Creek using FY05 and payback CG funding.  Approval has been received to construct the Upper Island of the Peoria Riverfront Development Project under the Illinois River Basin Restoration Authority (Sec 519, WRDA 2000).
MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY ’06):  Capabiltiy Funding in FY06 allows continuation of Critical Restoration Project planning with GI funding and final Plans & Specs and initiation of construction of critical restoration project at Pekin Lake Northern and Southern Units, Peoria Riverfront, and Waubonsie Creek with CG funding.
AUTHORITY:  Section 519 of the Water Resources Development Act of 2000.
