BACKGROUND:  The Rock River originated in the lake region of southeastern Wisconsin and flows southward to join the Mississippi River just below Rock Island, Illinois.  The watershed includes all or parts of 13 counties in Wisconsin and 15 in Illinois.  The study includes investigations to define the system restoration needs as well as investigation of one site-specific project.  Basin-wide modifications such as dams, straightening of streams, levees, and ditching and drainage of wetlands have contributed to the reduction in quality and quantity of aquatic habitat in the Rock River Basin. The Illinois Department of Natural Resources is the non-federal sponsor.  The Wisconsin DNR was not able to participate in the study due to funding constraints.  The Corps will continue to evaluate opportunities to allow the State of Wisconsin to join the project if funds become available.  
MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY 05)  Ongoing efforts include continuing the formulation of system restoration alternatives and site-specific evaluations.  
MAJOR WORK ITEM (FY 06)  Full funding would allow completion of draft feasibility study report.
