Status

Project in operation.

Projected FY06 funding will not allow for operation of the project at its basic routine operations and maintenance level.  Reduction to a funding allocation significantly below FY 2005 levels will cause all backlog maintenance work to stop, and basic service level to be reduced. Savings and slippage reductions applied to our allocation has outpaced the inflation factors applied to the budget; resulting in even fewer dollars available to the project.  Historically flat line budgets for the Illinois Waterway Project have resulted in numerous backlogged maintenance items.  One year funding spikes do not adequately address our maintenance backlog problems.  Additional FY06 funding in the amount of $12,531,000 could continue several major maintenance items as well as reduce some backlogged items; a) complete wicket lifter construction contract, b) continue Peoria Hydraulics repair contract c) begin Lockport Approach dike repairs, d) dredge to full channel requirements and e) restore funds needed to account for our increased costs due to regional overhead rate amounts.

Description

The project includes a total of 268 river miles of 9-foot commercial navigation channel from Chicago to LaGrange, Illinois; and 8 locks and 7 dams.   The system is a vital part of the national economy.   The navigable portions of this river and the locks and dams that allow waterway traffic to move from one pool to another are integral parts of a regional, national, and international transportation network.  The system is significant for certain key exports and the Nation's balance of trade.  56 million tons of commodities passed through the navigation system during calendar year 2003.  Recreation facilities include a Visitor Center at Starved Rock Lock and Dam.
