Status

Project in operation.

Projected FY06 funding will allow for just routine operations and maintenance.   Savings and slippage reductions in our allocations have outpaced the inflation factors applied to the budget; resulting in even fewer dollars available to the project.  Historically flat line budgets for the Mississippi River Project have resulted in numerous backlogged maintenance items.  Additional FY06 funding in the amount of $16,296,000 could continue several major maintenance items as well as reduce some backlogged items; a) Major Maintenance at L/D 11 and 19; b) additional planning and land acquisition for dredged material disposal sites (WRDA '92), c) LeClaire Base Generator Procurement, d) Dam 18 Concrete Repairs, and e) multiple site checkpost repairs, f) full channel dredging g) LD 15 hydropower unit repairs, g) replacement of the first of our systemic miter gate replacement at Lock 18, and h)restore funds needed to account for our increased costs due to regional overhead rate amounts.

Description

The project consists of a 314-river-mile reach of 9-foot commercial navigation channel from Guttenberg, Iowa, downstream to Saverton, Missouri.  It includes 14 locks and 11 dams (L/Ds) at 12 sites from Lock 11 to Lock 22.  The system is a vital part of the national economy.   The navigable portions of this river and the locks and dams that allow waterway traffic to move from one pool to another are integral parts of a regional, national, and international transportation network.  The system is significant for certain key exports and the Nation's balance of trade.  38 million tons of commodities passed through the navigation system during calendar year 2003.  The Federal Government acquired 93,600 acres for this reach of the river.  Some 85,000 acres have been made available to the Fish and Wildlife Service for wildlife management.  The recreation facilities include 25 public recreation areas along the 314-mile stretch of the river and the Visitor Center located at Lock & Dam 15.  Recreation and lease receipts amounted to $787,723 in FY04.
