Status

Project in operation.  Projected FY06 funding does not provide enough resources to operate the project at its current basic service level.  Savings and Slippage reductions in allocation has outpaced the inflation factors applied to the budget; resulting in even fewer dollars available.  Impacts of the reduced funding could include closure of recreation areas, loss of the associated recreation revenues both to the Corps and local community, reduced local law enforcement presence at the project, reduced resources to ensure Federal environmental assets are protected, reduced resources to continue dam safety assurance, and reduced protection of Federal interest in project lands and property.   

Description

Lake Red Rock is a multiple purpose project providing primary benefits in flood control and low-flow augmentation and secondary benefits in recreation, fish and wildlife management, forest management, and water quality improvement.  The dam is located on the Des Moines River southeast of Des Moines, Iowa.  Cumulative damages prevented since project
s inception = $485,684,000.  The project includes 50,300 acres of fee title lands and there are 11 recreation area sites.  FY03 recreation fee receipts and lease revenues were $382,666.  At conservation pool, the lake has a surface area of 15,600 acres which makes it Iowa's largest lake.  The project has a storage volume of 1,750,400 acre-feet at flood pool level.  The project was put into operation in 1969.  Regional economic impact of project visitation is $9,800,000 (Feb 2002 Institute for Water Resources Study).
