1993 FLOOD
PURPOSE:  To provide a brief summary of the impacts of the Flood of 1993 on the Rock Island District.

Flood of ‘93 Event

· November 1992 through July 1993 wettest nine months in 128 years

· Some areas received total annual rainfall during June & July

· Most levees along Mississippi from Burlington, Iowa, to Hannibal, Mo,. were overtopped
· Hannibal, Mo. area experienced a 500-year flood, ranging to 200-year in Burlington, Iowa.

· Highest levels recorded approached 16 feet over flood stage

· By 16 July District had three flood area Emergency Operation Centers operational with 124 engineers in field and 39 in District EOC all operational around the clock

· The District issued:

· More than 10 million sandbags

· 2,000 rolls of poly sheeting

· 78 portable pumps (on loan)

· Several miles of snow fence and burlap sheeting

· More than $382 million in damages were prevented by District levee and flood control projects along the Mississippi River during the Flood of 1993.  NOTE:  Figure does not include those damages prevented by reservoirs.
· District expended $9 million on emergency response

· Tasked by FEMA under National Response Framework (ESF #3) to restore potable water to Des Moines, Iowa

· Four FEMA taskers related, nearly $10 million authorized
Levee Rehabilitation Program - PL 84-99

· 81 requests for assistance received.
· Damages repaired included erosion, sloughing, levee breaches and pump stations.

· $47 million spent to repair 30 levee systems on the Mississippi and its tributaries in Illinois, Iowa, and Missouri.

· All levees aware of alternative programs - managed through FEMA
· At one point, 15 dredges were under contract working on levee repairs on the upper Mississippi River
· Rock Island District completed repairs to 23 miles of levees that were either breached or overtopped as a result of the flood of 1093

· More than 100 construction contracts were administered for rehabilitation efforts using expedient methods (as opposed to normal processes) to award emergency contracts.
