Dear Mr. Stratton:

Thank you for attending the 2 March 1982 Annual Coordination meeting at Quincy, Illinois, on implementation of our Forest, Fish, and Wildlife Appendix for pools 21 and 22 for the upcoming year.

As indicated, at the meeting, a 45-day comment period is to follow upon receipt of this letter. During that time period, we ask that you consider the following phases of implementation, which were discussed and generally agreed upon during our meeting. Please read and if appropriate note any additional points that will assist in the implementation process. Additionally, in order to expedite this process, we ask that you sign off on the enclosure where indicated. Please return the enclosure along with comments as an acknowledgement of agreement with the practices indicated.

Implementation of practices agreed upon include:

1. Priorities for stand mapping 1982 – winter of 1983 in order of priority.

a. Pecan Grove

b. Whitney Island

c. Clear Creek

d. Cottonwood Island

e. Sny South

f. Sny North

g. Bear Creek, Chatton, Barnes

No practices other than stand mapping are to be physically implemented in these areas this year; however, stand mapping is in preparation for future implementation of practices.

2. Priorities for implementation of practices are as follows:

a. Ward Island

1. A prescribed burn of 5-10 acres in stand 12. The burn is to be done in the late summer or fall. Purpose of the burn is for site preparation for natural regeneration. Of special significance is the need for adequate public notification, EPA clearance, and interagency coordination.

2. Harvest cuts in stands 5 and 20. A combined total of 40 acres is to be cut in patches of no more than 10 acres in size. Cuts to be implemented over a 5-year period with the number of acres cut per year dependent upon economic feasibility and habitat need. Location and size of cuts within stands 5 and 20 will be determined during onsite interagency meetings.

3. Thinning in stands 6 and 25 from 166 and 125 average square feet of basal area per acre to 90 and 100 square feet of basal area per acre respectively. Purpose of this thinning is to enhance the growth and quality of the residual stand.

4. Thinning in stand 9 from 133 square feet of basal area per acre to 70 square feet of basal area per acre. All pecan and walnut are to remain with an inter-planting of oak, hickory, and walnut.

5. Of special significance is the establishment of a “special management zone” along Texas Chute of Ward Island. Because of high wood duck and woodpecker use, the actual location and size of the zone will be determined during onsite coordination between the Corps, Illinois Department of Conservation, and the US Fish and Wildlife Service.

b. Goose Island

1. Stand mapping.

2. Possible salvage cut in storm-damaged area following outcome of stand mapping.
