Subject:
Annual Coordination Meeting – Forest, Fish and Wildlife Appendix; 23 March 1982 at Green Island ICC HQ, Bellevue, IA; Pools 11-14.

Discussion:

1. The third and last of three annual coordination meetings as called for by the Forest, Fish 

and Wildlife Appendix was held at the Green Island ICC headquarters near Bellevue, Iowa on 23 March 1982. The participant list is attached.

2. The meeting was carried out in four phases:

A. Introduction and overview of the current status of the plan environmental assessment. Brief summary of plans objectives.

B. Ongoing and past coordination on the Appendix and implementation now underway.

C. Summary of the results of the first and second annual coordination meetings held for Pools 16-18 and Pools 21 and 22.

D. Discussion on priorities established for Mississippi River Pools 11-14.

3. Priorities agreed upon for Pools 11-14 are as follows:

A. Stand mapping in order of priority.

1. Spring Lake

2. Waspsipinicon

3. Pleasant Creek

4. Turkey River

5. Bunker Chute

6. South of the Menominee River

7. Bowfin, Fentress, etc.

8. Beaver Island

9. Muddy Creek

B. After a complete stand mapping of Spring Lake, the Wapsipinicon, and Pleasant Creek, management prescriptions may be developed and physically implemented following further interagency coordination.

C. Priorities for physical implementation of practices:

1. Spring Lake:

a. A sixteen (16) acre clear-cut of brush and timber per request of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service. The purpose of the clear-cut is to aid in retention of wetland conditions for migratory waterfowl.

2. Green Island:

a. A twelve (12) acre harvest cut of mature silver maple, cottonwood and ash per request of the Iowa Conservation Commission. The purpose of the selective harvest cut is to utilize mature trees and aid in regeneration of silver maple, cottonwood, ash and existing oak species.

4. A 45-day comment period on set priorities is to follow in which participating agencies are asked to concur with the set practices and to contribute any additional comments that will aid in implementation.
