SUBJECT:
Annual Coordination Meeting – Forest, Fish and Wildlife Appendix; 10 March 1982 at Wapello, Iowa; Pools 16-18

1. The second of three annual coordination meetings as called for by the Forest, Fish and Wildlife Appendix was held at the ASCS office in Wapello, Iowa, on 10 March 1982. The participant list for the meeting is attached.

2. The meeting was carried out in four phases:

A. Introduction and overview of the current status of the plan and environmental assessment.

B. Ongoing and past coordination on the Appendix and implementation now underway.

C. Summary of the results of the first annual coordination meeting held in Quincy, Illinois, on 2 March 1982.

D. Discussion on priorities established for Mississippi River Pools 16-18.

3.   Priorities agreed upon for Pools 16-18 are as follows:

A.  Stand mapping in order of priority.

1. Blackhawk Island

2. Milan Bottoms

3. Keithsburg

4. Andalusia

5. Blanchard Island

6. Bogus Island

7. Island Iais #68+

B.  Priorities for physical implementation of practices:

1. Huron Island

a. Stand Mapping

b. Harvest cut with the size and location to be determined after stand mapping and onsite interagency coordination. The purpose of the harvest is to promote regeneration of Cottonwood and Silver Maple thereby creating a diversification of size class as well as diversification of wildlife habitat.

c. Thinning of Silver Maple to enhance the growth and quality of the residual stand. Actual acreage to be thinned will be determined after stand mapping and onsite interagency coordination.

d. Of special significance is the possibility of eagle use in the area. Such use is to be investigated and the results taken into consideration prior to implementation of any practice other than stand mapping.

2. Landward of Huron Island

a. Stand mapping.

b. By request of the ICC, a clear-cut to create a permanent opening. This opening to be maintained as a food plot area by the ICC.

c. Location and size of the clear-cut is to be determined by stand mapping and onsite coordination of agencies involved.

d. The clear-cut or harvest will be included with the harvest cut on Huron Island. By combining the two it is hoped that sufficient funding will be available for thinning work needed as mentioned in B (1).(C). of this letter.

4. It was additionally agreed that an emphasis should be placed upon completion of stand mapping the entire river within a target time of five years. The States and Fish and Wildlife Service indicated their support and cooperation in this venture.

5. A 45-day comment period on set priorities is to follow in which participating agencies are asked to concur with the set practices and to contribute any additional comments that will aid in implementation.
