MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SUBJECT: Annual Coordination Meeting – Forest, Fish and Wildlife Appendix; 


       23 March 1983 at Green Island ICC HQ, Bellevue, Iowa; Pools 11-14

DISCUSSION:

1. The second annual coordination meeting, as called for by the Forest, Fish, and Wildlife Appendix, was held at Green Island ICC Headquarters Building near Bellevue, Iowa on 23 March 1983 at 0900 hours. The participant list is attached.

2. The meeting was carried out in five phases:

A. Introduction of all participants and overview of meeting objectives.

B. New Developments:

1. Aerial Flight 1982.

2. Moneys generated from firewood permits and timber contracts stay within the district. Assurances have been made that moneys can be put back into the resource.

3. Small contract potential for contracts less than $1,000 to be generated under the firewood permit program by the Park Manager.

C. Current status of implementation work to include status of Ward Island, Huron Island, Blackhawk Slough, and Spring Lake, as well as information on the timber trespass investigation in Pool 22.

D. Development of new priorities and discussions of implementation methodology for Pools 11 through 14.

E. Discussion of monitoring needs.

3. Priorities for physical implementation in Pools 11 through 14 were developed and agreed upon. Priorities for stand mapping will remain the same as previously listed, due to a proportionally small amount of time committed to the upper pools as compared to lower pools.

A. Stand mapping in order of priority:

1. Spring Lake

2. Wapsipinicon (now partially completed)

3. Pleasant Creek (now partially completed)

4. Turkey River

5. Bunker Chute

6. South of Menominee River

7. Bowfin, Fentress

8. Beaver Island

9. Muddy Creek

B. Priorities for physical implementation of practices are:

1. Spring Lake – a priority from 1982 that has yet to be accomplished. Contract for this area will be put out for re-bid again this year.

a. A 16-acre clear-cut of brush and timber per request of the US Fish and Wildlife Service. Purpose of the clear-cut is to aid in retention of wetland conditions for migratory waterfowl.

b. After a complete stand mapping of Spring Lake, the possibilities of a five-acre edge cut around Silo Island may be considered. Purpose of the cut is to aid in retention of wetland conditions for migratory waterfowl.

2. Green Island – a priority from 1982 that has yet to be accomplished. This cut is to be handled completely by the Iowa Conservation Commission.

a. A 12-acre harvest cut of mature silvermaple, cottonwood, and ash per request by the ICC. The purpose of the selective harvest cut is to utilize mature trees and aid in regeneration of silvermaple, cottonwood, ash, and existing oak species.

3. Pleasant Creek

a. After complete stand mapping, determination of areas for patch cuts. Such determination to be coordinated with the Savanna Office of the US Fish and Wildlife Service. The purpose of the patch cuts is to allow for regeneration of bottomland species.

b. Thinning of an existing ash stand three acres in size. The purpose of the thinning is to promote growth and vigor of residual stand.

4. Wapsipinicon

a. Thinning of existing pin oak stands five acres in size. Purpose of the thinning is to promote growth and vigor of remaining trees, thereby increasing nut production and pin oak regeneration. Thinning to be accomplished through girdling or Hypohatchet.

b. Improvement cut on high ridges involving the girdling of undesirable species in the understory and overstory, followed by hand planting of bare root stock of mast producing trees, specifically swamp white oak.

4. Monitoring was discussed with regard to its importance in continued implementation of the Forest Appendix. Four areas of monitoring were discussed to include:

A. Deer Utilization – on deer populations mention was made by the ICC that pellet plots with transects may provide some basic information. Additionally, the ICC mentioned that they now do aerial surveys and with little alteration, areas of the river on the Iowa side could be covered.

B. Tree Seed Production – on seed production monitoring, mention was made of monitoring areas where practices have been physically implemented. An example would be monitoring of differences in seed production in areas that have been thinned versus non-thinned areas. Additionally, a need exists to study seed viability as associated with water level fluctuations, as well as the timing and frequency of seed fall.

C. Vegetation – on vegetation monitoring the ICC suggested more detailed vegetation studies. In addition to use of current photo points a need exists to do line transects with plots to determine species content and density of herbaceous growth.

D. Songbird Utilization – on songbird monitoring it was suggested that a spring nesting survey be completed as well as a fall survey to show migratory species. The suggestion on our use of existing photo prints as focal points for instituting bird surveys was well taken. Numerous suggestions were made as to involvement of individual birders and bird clubs in assisting with monitoring songbird use on a volunteer basis. The Savanna office of the USFW Service additionally indicated that their YCC group may be available to assist in monitoring studies.

5. In closing a recap was given reference what had been discussed. A letter entailing agreed upon implementation is to be sent out for a 45-day comment period to agencies involved in the coordination meeting. Information provided on monitoring procedures recommended will be a general consensus of all three coordination meetings and will consist of monitoring procedures that are practical and within realities of available manpower and funds.
