MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

Subject: Annual Coordination Meeting – Forest, Fish, and Wildlife Appendix; 7 March 

  1983 at Wapello, Iowa, Pools 16-18.

Discussion:

1. The second annual coordination meeting, as called for by the Forest, Fish, and Wildlife Appendix, was held at Wapello, Iowa, on 7 March 1983 at 0900 hours for Mississippi River Pools 16-18.

2. The meeting was carried out in five phases:

A. Introduction of all participants and overview of meeting objectives.

B. New developments:

1. Aerial Flight 1982

2. Moneys generated from firewood permits and timber contracts stay within the district. Assurances have been made that moneys can be put back into the resource.

3. Small contract potential for contracts less than $1,000 to be generated under the firewood permit program by the Park Ranger.

C. Current status of implementation work to include status of Ward Island, Huron Island, Blackhawk Slough, and Spring Lake, as well as, information on the timber trespass investigation in Pool 22.

D. Development of new priorities and discussions of implementation methodology for Pools 16 through 18.

E. Discussion of monitoring needs.

3. Priorities agreed upon for stand mapping for Pools 16-18 are as follows:

A. Stand mapping in order of priority:

1. Milan Bottoms – Pool 16

2. Bogus Island – Pool 17

3. Blanchard Island – Pool 17

4. Keithsburg Refuge Area – Pool 18

5. Andalusia Island – Pool 16

6. Island Iais #68 – Pool 17

B. Priorities for physical implementation of practices:

1. Huron Island – A priority from 1982 that has yet to be accomplished. The area has been stand mapped and the majority of the area marked for physical implementation of the cuts.

a. Ten patch-cuts varying in size from two to ten acres have been marked. Total acreage is 65 acres. Purpose of these cuts are to promote regeneration of cottonwood and silver maple, thereby creating a diversification of size class, as well as, diversification of wildlife habitat. Normally a special management zone exists around all slough areas, however in the case of Huron Island, a deviation from this plan is called for. When marking the island for cuts with the ICC and the Fish and Wildlife Service the topic of special management zones around all sloughs was discussed. It was decided that to prevent a boom and bust cycle along slough areas that they should be actively managed. As a result of the discussion certain patch-cuts are located such that a section of the cut area borders a slough. Cuts are designed in such a fashion so as to prevent slash from washing into the slough.

b. The area to be thinned has yet to be marked, but when accomplished and physically implemented, will service to enhance the growth and quality of the residual stand.

2. Landward of Huron Island – A priority from 1982 that has yet to be implemented. The area has been stand mapped and subsequently marked for a clear cut.

a. A seven-acre clear cut has been marked for harvest. The clear cut will remain as a permanent opening to be maintained as a food plot area by the ICC.

3. Blackhawk Slough – An area marked for a thinning in 1982 and subsequently put out for bid. The bidding process was not successful.

a. The pin oak thinning area will be repainted and readvertised for bid this upcoming fall or winter. Purpose of the thinning is to enhance the growth and vigor of the residual stand, as well as, to increase mast production.

4. Monitoring was discussed with regard to its importance in continued implementation of the Forest Appendix. Four areas of monitoring were discussed to include:

A. Deer Utilization – An initial suggestion that browse surveys be conducted, was later dropped because of the transient use of the bottomland by deer. It was further suggested that utilization studies for deer use may be unnecessary, based on the ideology that any practice performed that increases regenerative growth will enhance the area’s capacity to hold deer population. Current information shows that deer are transients in the forest bottomland and travel to and from bottomland forest areas with fluctuations on water level.

B. Vegetation Monitoring – It was suggested that an area within Huron Island be utilized for experimental plots after a patch cut has been performed. Uncut areas nearby could be utilized as controls. Three specific plots were suggested involving:

1. Area treatment with herbicide/natural regeneration.

2. No herbicide/hand planting bare root stock.

3. No herbicide/natural regeneration.

C. Songbird Utilization – All agreed that existing photo points could be utilized as listening posts and that any similar forest bottomland habitat could be used as a control area.

D. Seed Production – On seed production, it was suggested that plots of some kind be set up to determine the relationship between timing of seed drop, water level, and seed viability.

5. In closing a recap was given reference what had been discussed. A letter entailing agreed upon implementation is to be sent out for a 45-day comment period to agencies involved in the coordination meeting. Information provided on monitoring procedures recommended will be a general consensus of all three coordination meetings and will consist of monitoring procedures that are practical and within realities of available manpower and funds.
