MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD – POOLS 11-14




1986

1. Priorities for stand mapping during the remainder of 1986 and during winter of 1987 are as follows:

A. Browns Lake, Iowa, Pool 13, R/M 543-546

B. Kellers Island, Iowa, Pool 13, R/M 533-541

C. Bunker Chute, Iowa, Pool 11, R/M 601-603

D. South of Menominee River, Illinois, Pool 12, R/M 573-574.5

E. Bowfin Frentress, Illinois, Pool 12, R/M 574-579

F. Goetz Slough, Iowa, Pool 11, R/M 612-614.6

G. Nine Mile Island, Iowa, Pool 12, R/M 571.5-574.4

2. Priorities for physical implementation of proposed forest prescriptions are as follows:

A. Pleasant Creek Closed Area, Pool 13, R/M 548.5-554.4

1. Detailed proposals were presented at the 1985 meeting and implementation began during 1985. Twenty-eight acres were marked for harvest in four separate clear-cut units. The timber sale will be advertised for bid opening in the spring of 1986. Approximately ten wildlife leave trees were left per acre in the clear-cuts. The marking efforts were completed by personnel from the Corps and the USFWS, Savanna District.

2. Stand #30 and a portion of stand #29, thirty-six acres of pin oak, green ash, river birch, silver maple, and elm to be thinned to promote growth and mast production of the pin oak, growth on ash, river birch, and silver maple. Work will be accomplished by Corps timber sale contract or under USFWS or Corps firewood permit program.

3. An attempt will be made to enhance conditions for regeneration of silver maple, cottonwood, ash, and occasional mast tree species occurring near stand #50. During the meeting, it was agreed that a trial herbicide treatment was a possible solution to the reed canary grass problem, which is curtailing the regeneration of tree species in the area. The herbicide treatments will be implemented by personnel from the Corps, ICC, and USFWS, Savanna District during 1986.

4. T.S.I. was completed by Corps maintenance personnel on a stand of northern pecan in the Pleasant Creek Closed Area. The Northern Nut Growers Association is active in the area. The NNGA has been issued a permit to collect pecans in both the Pleasant Creek and nearby Green Island areas. A specified amount of nuts are planted in these areas by the NNGA each year as a provision of the permit. The permit is issued by the USFWS Savanna District in coordination with the Corps and the ICC.

B. Spring Lake, Pool 13, R/M 531.7-536

Approximately two acres of brush and pole size silver maple, cottonwood, and elm remain to be treated adjacent to the levee on the north end of the refuge. Work to be completed during 1986 will be done between the USFWS, Savanna District, and the Corps.

C. Wapsipinicon River Unit, Pool 14, R/M 506-509

Corps personnel will continue to maintain an existing ridgeline planting in a 1983 improvement cut area. Shellbark hickory, swamp white oak, and northern pecan were planted in 1983 and 1984 and a fiber matting was used to reduce weed competition. Discussions on active management of this unit will be held during future meetings with representatives from the ICC and the USFWS.

D. Turkey River Unit, Pool 11, R/M 605-609

Discussions have been held between the USFWS (McGregor District) and the Corps regarding possible prescriptions in the Turkey Bottoms. The Corps encourages future discussions and meetings regarding this unit.

E. Browns Lake Unit, Pool 13, R/M 542.4-546

Discussions were held regarding the potential placement of dredge spoil in this unit. The spoil would consist mainly of silt and the opportunity may exist to pump the silt into a clear-cut area, spread the spoil evenly, and plant trees on the site. Further discussions will be held with the USFWS, and the ICC as more information regarding the spoil placement becomes available.
