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MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD – POOLS 16-18




1987

1. Priorities for stand mapping during the remainder of 1987 and during the winter of 1988 are as follows:

A. Andalusia Island, Illinois, Pool 16, R/M 464-475.5

B. Drury Slough Area, Illinois, Pool 16, R/M 457.4-463

C. Kilpeck Island, Iowa, Pool 17, R/M 446.2-447.7

D. Campbell Island, Illinois, Pool 18, R/M 419.6-423.3

2. Priorities for physical implementation of proposed forest prescriptions are as follows:

A. Bogus Island, Illinois, Pool 17, R/M 439.1-444.4

Plans call for the harvest/regeneration of 74 acres every five-year cutting cycle in the mature tree size class. A 36-acre TSI was completed in 1984, leaving 38 acres needed to complete the first cutting cycle. Timber sale preparations are progressing and approximately 38 acres will be included in the sale, which will be ready for bid in early summer of 1987. The harvests will improve the diversity and productivity for both forestry and wildlife purposes.

B. Iowa River North, Pool 17, R/M 435-435.6

1. This 110-acre pin oak thinning has been approximately 50% completed by Odessa Wood Products, Inc. of Wapello, Iowa. The project will serve to enhance the growth and vigor of the residual stand of pole size pin oak, bur oak, pecan, shellbark hickory, silver maple, and river birch. A second extension on the contract will be granted, giving the contractor until 01 February 1988 to complete the thinning. In lieu of a third extension the Corps maintenance crew will begin to complete the work in February 1988.

2. Approximately one acre within the timber sale will be clear-cut to monitor the effects of pin oak regeneration along a slight ridge within the sale. The Corps maintenance crew will accomplish the work. The area to be clear-cut will be marked by Corps, USFWS, and IADNR personnel during the winter of 1987-88.

C. Big Timber, Iowa, Pool 17, R/M 442.7-446.9

Stand mapping was completed during 1985. The Big Timber Unit is considered an area of priority for the implementation of forest management prescriptions. An on-site meeting will be held this fall with field personnel to discuss possible prescriptions.

D. Huron Island, Iowa, Pool 18, R/M 419.3-426

The first timber sale on Huron Island was sold in 1983. According to the established five-year cutting cycle, the next harvest/regeneration is scheduled for 1988. More discussion will be held at the 1988 Annual Coordination Meeting with field work to be completed in 1988. Eighty-two acres are scheduled for harvest/regeneration in the Huron Island Unit during the next cutting cycle.
