1. Priorities for stand mapping during the remainder of 1988 and during the winter of 1989 are as follows:

2. Priorities for physical implementation of proposed forest prescriptions are as follows:

A. Pleasant Creek Closed Area, Iowa, Pool 13, R/M 548.5-554.4

1. The twenty-two acre timber sale at Pleasant Creek was completed last fall. Three separate parcels were clear-cut for purposes of regeneration.

2. The Northern Nut Growers Association has been issued a permit to gather pecan seed and graft wood in both the Pleasant Creek and nearby Green Island areas. A provision of the permit requires the planting of at least 20 pecan in a designated area each year. NNGA has been directed to plant the pecan in the northernmost parcel of last year’s timber sale. The permit is issued by the USFWS in coordination with the Corps and the Iowa DNR.

3. Marking of a 36 acre pin oak stand for timber stand improvement is currently in progress. COE and USFWS personnel are doing the marking. The TSI will be accomplished by Corps timber sale contract.

B. Turkey River Unit, Iowa, Pool 11, R/M 604.6-609.3

1. A meeting was held in April 1988 between the Corps and USFWS to discuss plans for active management of the Turkey River Bottoms. The red-shouldered hawk is a key species found in this unit. An on-site meeting will be held this summer to begin implementation of the plans, which include harvest/regeneration, thinning to promote cavity development, and site preparation to promote natural regeneration.

C. Wapsipinicon River Unit, Iowa, Pool 14, R/M 506.3-509.8

1. An on-site meeting will be held during the fall/winter of 1988 to discuss active management of the Wapsi River Unit. Preliminary field visits of the area have shown the need for thinning in several areas. The on-site meeting will target those stands that will benefit most from forest management prescriptions.

D. Casper Agricultural Lease Site, Illinois, Pool 12, R/M 562.5

1. An active contract to plant bottomland hardwoods on this expired agricultural lease is currently underway. Pecan seed, which was gathered from the Pleasant Creek stand and grown in a nursery, will be planted on a portion of this site. Other bottomland hardwoods will be planted in the remainder of the site. The planting will be completed in the fall of 1988.

E. Browns Lake Unit, Iowa, Pool 13, R/M 542.3-546.1

1. The EMP project, which should be active this summer, will affect a substantial acreage of timber on USFWS fee title land. Approximately fifty acres of timber is being removed/cleared for placement of backwater dredge spoil. The area will be planted back to trees following suitable drying of this silty spoil material, (possibly three years).
