2. Priorities for physical implementation of proposed forest prescriptions are as follows:

A. Huron Island, Iowa, Pool 18, R/M 419.3-426

1. The first timber sale on Huron Island was sold in 1983. According to the established five-year cutting cycle, the next harvest/regeneration is scheduled for 1988. Eighty-two acres are scheduled for harvest/regeneration during the next cutting cycle. An on-site meeting will be held with the USFWS, IADNR, and COE to begin field activities this summer.

B. Milan Bottoms, Illinois, Pool 156, R/M 474.3-478

1. The first forest management prescriptions for this unit took place in 1984. The second cutting cycle is schedule for 1989. Again, TSI work is expected to be the majority of the work prescribed for the unit. On-site meetings with the ILDOC, USFWS, and COE will occur in late 1988 or 1989.

C. Agricultural Lease Reforestation

1. Two expired agricultural leases in Pool 16, Iowa, will be reforested this fall. The two sites total twelve acres and will be planted with bottomland hardwoods. The sites are on Corps fee title lands.
