1. Priorities for stand mapping during the remainder of 1988 and during the winter of 1989 are as follows:

A. 07p21
Bear Creek

B. 08p22
Goose Island

C. 05p22
Fabius Island

D. 13p22
Armstrong Island

E. 04p22
Orton Island

F. 04p21
Knapheide

G. 06p22
Goose Island Landward

2. Priorities for physical implementation of proposed forest prescriptions are as follows:

A. Ward Island, Illinois, Pool 22, R/M 321-324

1. Administer the active timber sale. The timber sale consists of four clear-cut parcels totaling 46 acres. Illinois Department of Conservation personnel marked leave trees for wildlife. The contractor is Big River Hardwoods of New London, Missouri. The contractor began active work in the area in April 1988.

B. Cottonwood Island, Missouri, Pool 21, R/M 328.5-330.5

1. The twenty-five acre site preparation is approximately 50% complete. Plans call for the remainder of the site prep to be completed by October. The area consists of heavy vines and very few mature trees. The areas are being cleared of all vegetation, except for wildlife cavity trees, under contract. Missouri Department of Conservation and Corps personnel marked the three parcels.

C. Whitney Island, Missouri, Pool 22, R/M 314.2-316.5

1. Three thousand hardwood seedlings, provided by the Missouri DOC, were planted in the twelve-acre clear-cut portion of the 1986 timber sale. An aerial application of Princep 4L was completed in early April on the planting site to control annual herbaceous competition.

D. Sny River Unit, Illinois, Pool 22, R/M 313-316.5

1. The forty-three acre timber sale was completed in late 1987. A proposal to direct seed mast trees on one of the five clear-cut parcels is still being pursued. The seed will be purchased and planted this fall.

2. The Marblehead timber trespass site, which was planted with bottomland hardwoods in 1986, has also had an aerial application of Princep 4L applied this spring. Herbicide applications are planned for two more years on the site to control herbaceous competition.

3. Monitoring

Monitoring of applied prescriptions was discussed at each of our three scheduled coordination meetings and the active involvement of participants from the USFWS and State interests will continue to be strongly encouraged. One monitoring site per pool area has been established and are as follows:

A. Pools 11-14, Pleasant Creek, Iowa, Pool 13, R/M 548.5-554.4

1. Avian surveys have been established and monitored since 1986. The Corps will continue to coordinate two breeding bird and two fall migration surveys per year at each of the established photo points. The avian utilization will be studied for a full ten-year period.

B. Huron Island, Iowa, Pool 18, R/M 420-425

1. Monitoring stations for avian surveys, vegetative photo points, and tree seed production have been established and data obtained since 1983. The Corps will continue to coordinate two breeding bird and two fall migration surveys per year at each of the established photo points.

C. Blackhawk Slough, Iowa, Pool 17, R/M 435-435.6

1. Monitoring stations were established in 1987 in the pin oak thinning by IADNR and COE personnel. A ten-year study is planned to monitor pin oak regeneration in the area following the thinning, which was completed in February 1988.

D. Pools 21-22, Ward Island, Illinois, R/M 321-324

1. Monitoring stations have been active since 1983. Vegetative regeneration, tree seed production, and avian utilization are being monitored.

2. Regeneration surveys have been completed for five years of a ten-year study in both the North and South clear-cuts.

3. Avian surveys have also been completed for a five-year period on Ward Island. The Corps will continue to coordinate two breeding bird and two fall migration avian surveys per year at each of the established photo points.
