Savanna meeting
Sediment transects
Yao Yin is very interested in the sediment transect information.  I am going to send him my original data I entered into excel along with the file that does all the calculations.  He might be able to send a bathymetric survey crew to Pool 18 to accomplish the aquatic portion of the survey (not sure about backwater info).  I plan on coordinating with Bill Riebe and others in the clock tower before this happens.  Maybe someone in the CT might have an interest in funding this part of the survey.  I will try to keep folks in the loop at least.  

Mike Griffin is interested in helping out in the effort to find permanent monuments around Huron Island.

Willow planting
Randy Urich indicated that cottonwood cuttings planted into reed canary grass failed at a study area of theirs.  Wanted to save us the trouble.

We are meeting with Theresa Blackburn in a couple weeks to discuss willow planting sites.  One possible one Gary pointed out is the harvest site at Pleasant Creek near the campground.  Reed canary has taken over much of the site in the last few years.  One possible thought on planting sites was to plant at a state managed refuge area.  However, the response during the meeting was that this was not compatible with waterfowl management practices.  Looking to plant in late March / early April.

Duck Blind

Mike Griffin wanted to consider the duck blind tree clearing as an enforcement action against the tree cutting only at this time.  OD-MN plans to remove the atv bridge this year.

Talked with Randy Urich about setting up a meeting here for the end of March sometime to work on inventory design.  We would like to invite all interested parties. Ed Britton-  "Lost Mound NWR" update.  EA process done, final package sent, clean areas will be picked up by FWS, will open backwaters when EPA views area, long term goal to remove all buildings and most roads in area, no public use in UXO areas, no permits available for those areas either.  563 eagles seen in 1 day count at Depot.  24 rookeries on Upper Miss Refuge with 14 active last year.  81 total eagle nests with 59 producing young last year.  Brent Taylor new full time law enforcement officer.

Jon Stravers-  RSH study continues.  May Audubon Ark trip- invited folks to participate.

Erica Mark-  PC 50 % done.  7 acres to plant.  P11 Islands under review.  Schedule for construction may change with the p11 HREP.

Ed Anderson-  Mussel survey done near Bellevue last year.  Contact him for more info.

Scott Schaefer-  fought undesired vegetation at Andulusia including sandbar willow, reed canary, and cockleburr.

John Lindell-  Plan to plant trees in an area north of Prairie Du Chein and south of Cassville.  Will coordinate with Corps on planting.

Theresa-  Veg monitoring continued.  Explained incident with airboat with Wisconsin DNR LTRM folks.  Airboat took on water, sank, and two folks had struggle with swimming to shore and the ensuing hypothermia.  Both recovered fully but not without a big scare even though they followed safety guidelines.

Yao-  wants to coordinate with us on 1995 post flood regen survey plots and sediment transect data analysis.

Mark Anderson-  long history with battling reed canary.  Best luck with mowing then flooding.

Steve Swinconos-  explained program of bluff forest protection that has a permanent easement after a payment of $850/ acre.

Ken Brummet-  gave brief update on his dealings with the new Navigation Study.  MO will start a new sturgeon survey soon.  Mentioned possible eage nest 1 mile upstream from Bay Island on MO side in narrow strip of trees.

Dave Ellis-  Garner Division summary.  Bulk is done.  Tree planting left over the next two years.  CCP due out this year.  Middle Miss. Refuge has been created and will have some staff soon.  Looking at doing regen plots at Clarence Canyon NWR this year (repeat of the UMESC study done in 94 or 95).

Keith Jackson-  Tree survival study at Ted Shanks up for funding.  Would compare survival of RMP trees to water tables, mounded vs unmounded, elevation, etc.  

Karen Westphal-  Involved with UMESC on a bird study.  Found greater diversity in mature timber vs early succesional.
