Discussion items

· Permanent forestry plots:  There is a lot of interest from all partners. This will be invaluable long-term trend data. 

· What will it be used for?   Much depends on how many plots we are able to place. We hope to relocate these plots again in 10 years to see gross changes at these sites. 

· Stan Tate pointed out that with standard points across the land this could under represent high value sites. 

· Hinge point and dam point control of dams were discussed and how it affects the forest. It seems like people want us to be able to say that at what elevation will certain tree species grow, but this is a hard question to answer. 

· Stan Tate is concerned with diameter and size class distribution. Some of his concerns are being addressed with new inventory methods. He is also concerned about the oaks in Odessa and thinks that there needs to be a cut to release some of the suppressed oaks. 

ATV and encroachment issues

· ATV’s have been increasing in use at Big Timber. Bill Odhe said that tickets have been issued on Blackhawk Island.
