Day-Use Fees 

 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers managed beaches such as North Overlook and Whitebreast both 
require payment of a daily fee of $2.00 for walk-in or bike-in visitors, or $5.00 per car unless 
posted otherwise.  Visitors under 16 years of age do not need to pay the day use fee. 
 
Registered campers from U.S. Army Corps of Engineers managed campgrounds are not required 
to pay day-use fees at beaches or boat ramps if displaying a camping pass. 
 
America the Beautiful Senior or Access Cardholders do not need to pay day use fees. 
 
Annual Pass 

 

Purchasing an Annual Pass permits a visitor to use U.S. Army Corps of Engineers managed 
swimming beaches and boat ramps without further charge for one year.
